The sharp and constant rise in income and expenditure vividly speaks of the high interest of the voluntary donors and the popularity of the services rendered by the trust to the needy. 

It would not be impertinent to mention here that donations from the foreign countries are very conspicuous. For example, out of the total donations of RS 1029103 received in 2008-09, a sum of Rs 775884/-was received from our inspirers living abroad.

Our major activities

Eye camps   

Ever since the inception the trust is regularly holding eye camps. Now at least three camps are held in a year.  By the end of the year 2008-09, 42 camps have been held in which a total no. of 16064 patients were screened 2094 patients were Operated upon for cataract out of whom 1265 lens were grafted. For the last 5 years simple eye operation has been totally replaced by lens grafting

 Day care center

As a daytime service to the older persons, a day Care center was started at Tanda in 1994 that is going on very successfully. The old people daily gather, usefully pass their free time and exchange their life experience for the usefulness of the society. There is a facility of library, in-door games, periodical medical check up, entertainment, refreshment etc. The members are taken for outings to the places of interest twice a year. Yearly expenditure is about 1.5 lakh 90% of which is met by the Ministry of Social Justice and Environment Government of India. 

Sponsorship of A Grandparent Programme

The scheme is running since 1997when our Sponsoring agency namely HelpAge International approved a project under the name of Adopt a granny in which a group of 50 poor old persons were selected for subsistence in the form of food, medical care, clothing etc to the extent of about RS 600/- per month. Since then regular grant is received every quarter.

Diagnostic Lab.

 A diagnostic lab. was set up at Tanda in 1997 in order to provide diagnostic service free to the poor and on concessional rates to others. Later on ECG tests and then X-Ray plant were added. The service is highly appreciated in the area.

Ambulance service

      In order to provide prompt relief to the accident victims, a big ambulance was purchased in 1998. In the year 2006, a maruti ambulance was donated by an NRI from the USA Bibi Satpal Kaur. Recently yet another Mohindra ambulance has been donated by HelpAge India. Now two ambulances are available providing service to the victims as well as other patients and the third is being used for mobile medical service in the neglected remote area. Upto 31-03-09, the vehicles have run197047 km, 1982 accident patients were lifted and 936 other patients were served. Expenditure for this service during the year 2008-09 was 138997/- and income from the service charges from those who can afford to pay was   Rs. 1.06985/- lakh.

Craft Center

Craft Center for rural women is sponsored by Society for service to voluntary Agencies (SOSVA-N). One year training course for 50 trainees in cutting, tailoring and embroidery is going on. At the end of the training the trainees are given Usha tailor model sewing machines instead of stipend in cash For the year 2008-09, grant received was RS 208400/- but expenditure incurred was RS 220,873/-. The balance was met out of normal budget of the Trust.                   

Kakkon Projects

 A holly person at a village Kakkon near Hoshiarpur donated a land measuring more than 6 kanals in 2001 for the service of the poor needy. Following activities are going on there:  -

i. A Dispensary was started there on 24 –02-2002 serving poor patients of the sub-mountainous area. Annual expenditure thereon is about 1.0 lakh. 

ii. A multiple service center for the destitute in the name of Dookh Niwaran Kendar at an estimated cost of RS one crore was started on 1-02-07. One wing at a total cost of RS11.26 lakh is complete

As you are aware, on our land at Kakkon, one dispensary is functioning very satisfactorily. As I had mentioned in my last years annual report that work to construct a building named as Dookh Niwaran Kendar had started Its foundation stone was laid by a renowned world Economist Padam Bhushan Dr S.S. Johl, former Deputy Chairman of Punjab Planning Board on 1-02-07. Construction of a wing had started. I am glad to inform my honorable members that the wing has been completed during the year ending on 31-03-09. Total cost incurred is Rs. Rs1167753/-
